What is the attendance policy?

The LVYWO prides itself on the reliability of its student musicians. With only five rehearsals and a concert, attendance is mandatory. Issues are dealt with case-by-case by the LVYWO board of directors, and written notice should be given as soon as possible.

What happens during the first rehearsal?
